· The river holds a rich history – from Native Americans to early colonists, farmers and industrialists – that we all cherish and many of you are connected to by family history. 

· Birds, fish, and wildlife depend on the river and its tributaries for food and water.  

· The river provides solitude and scenic value that is easy to take for granted.
